Year 1: Living Adventure

« In this unit students make links between
external features of living things and the
environments in which they live. They
consider how the needs of living things are
met in a variety of habitats.

« They compare differences between healthy
and unhealthy habitats, and suggest how
changes to habitats can affect how the
needs of living things are met. Students
understand that science helps people care
for environments and living things, and
they use science knowledge to recommend
changes to improve habitats and care for
the environment. They share observations
using scientific and everyday language.

Year 2: Good to Grow

» In this unit students examine how living
things, including plants and animals,
change as they grow. They ask questions
about, investigate and compare the
changes that occur to different living
things during their life stages.

+ Students consider how Aboriginal peoples
and Torres Strait Islander peoples living a
traditional lifestyle use the knowledge of
life stages of animals and plants in their
everyday lives.

+ They conduct investigations including
exploring the growth and life stages of a
class animal and plant. Students respond
to questions, make predictions, use
informal measurements, sort information,
compare observations, and represent and
communicate observations and ideas.
